Since forming in 2000, DOLLAR SHORT has accrued a fan base ranging from laissez-faire
college students to prominent professionals to typical South Louisiana families. As they
consistently perform for crowds that range in age from 8 to 80, these four guys will stop at
nothing to see that everyone, including themselves, continues to have a better time this time
than the time before.

The band features a drummer whose strong work ethic is demonstrated through his powerful
lead vocals. He is joined by two lead/rhythm guitarists, one whose attention to detail and
subtle melodic interpretations complement the other’s spontaneous and inspiring creative
nature. The group’s signature is inherent in a bassist who values adding tasteful color rather
than unnecessary flash. With the two guitarists occasionally sharing lead vocals and
everyone contributing to back-up vocals, DOLLAR SHORT attacks from every angle!

Musical influences range from Classic and Modern Rock, Blues, and Top 40 to Acoustic,
Jazz, Funk, Country, Alternative, and Zydeco. Anyone who’s experienced DOLLAR

“What kind of music do you want to hear?” Typical gigs include local clubs, proms, festivals,
and private parties as well as numerous Greek functions at four major universities in
Louisiana. Whether it’s a typical gig for crowds of 250 — 400 or one of the two or three
benefits they do each year for thousands, DOLLAER SHOERT and lagniappe are
synonymous.

With half the band living in Opelousas and the other half in Baton Rouge, the group’s
separation by distance has been a blessing rather than a curse. They have established two
loyal fan bases and have had to develop the patience and commitment necessary to
succeed in such a competitive business.

With the “music” industry flooded with prima donnas and flash-artists, the band believes that
while a visually powerful show is a must nowadays, quality music and personal integrity are a
priority. In short, the guys thrive on giving both old and new fans much more than what they
expected, every time.
